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Section 3 Employment

What is Section 3? It is a means by which HUD fosters local economic development and individual self-sufficiency by providing jobs for Public Housing Residents and other low and very-low income persons who live in the area, by awarding contracts to businesses that contain full-time employees who are Section 3 residents or are owned by Section 3 residents. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]PMHA is creating a pool of qualified Section 3 residents with job skills in various fields, for contractors to view, interview and possibly hire as subcontractors when additional workforce is necessary. PMHA is also interested in creating a listing of Section 3 resident-owned businesses for contracting. These individuals and businesses would need the necessary working skills and/or the ability to perform job duties required, in order to be considered for hire or selection. Section 3 resident-owned businesses must have insurance and bonding as required, for each job.

Examples of work that may be available for Section 3 residents for subcontracting, or for Section 3 resident-owned business, include: painting, building renovation work, general labor, janitorial services and cleaning.
