Winter Crisis Program (WCP): Formerly
known -AEARE&, t isafed&rdlp
funded program administered in Portage
County by CAC, and is available to provide
assistance once per heating season
(November 1st - March 31st) to eligible low-
income households that are disconnected. The
benefit is based on the total dollar amount
needed to resolve the crisis situation.
Customers must be below 175% of the federal
poverty guidelines for 3 months.

CAC has an
automated appointment system that is
available 24 hours per day to schedule an
appointment.
